The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

Main goals of the course unit of Health Economics include:

- Discussion of the role of Economic Science as a tool to analysing health care activities;

- Full understanding of the most frequently used techniques designed to evaluate health technologies;
- Mastering of the main models of financing health activities either public or private;

- Understanding of the critical concept of equity as applied to health care activities.

The successful student must be able to:

- Understand the relevance of Economics as a means to assist health analysis;

- Recognize the channels through which health care programs are financed,;

- Fully analyse the main methods whose purpose is to carry out evaluate health technologies;
- Provide solutions for simple exercises concerning economic assessment of health programs;
- Master the concept of equity and apply it in the context of health analysis.

. Economic evaluation of health technologies;

. Equity and inequalities in accessing the health services.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Classes are theorectical-practical, invollving both expositive and debate with the students. A minimum of 75% attendance is required.
Assessment:

1. Individual written assessment (test) to take place on the normal season exam date:

a) If the student performs the group work: the individual assessment weighs 60%; the minimum score for approval in this component is 8.

b) If the student opts not to perform the group assignment: the individual assessment weighs 100%; the minimum score for approval is 10.

2. A ssignment (40%). This assignment is optional (students will have access to a guide with instructions and assessment criteria). The
mark of this assignment will be considered only if it benefits the students” final grade. If students opt not to perform this assignment, the
individual written assessment weighs 100%.
