Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptidées e competéncias)

A Economia Marinha e Maritima (EMM) é uma disciplina que, partindo da Geografia Institucionalista, introduz os estudantes na
diversidade de perspectivas sobre a economia azul, os recursos marinhos e maritimos, a sua valorizagdo econémica e as dinamicas e
politicas de desenvolvimento regional associadas ao sector. A unidade curricular tem 5 objectivos principais. O primeiro é dotar os
estudantes de um conhecimento geral sobre a relevancia do Mar enquanto recurso econémico e social. O segundo € permitir o
entendimento sobre as dindmicas de localizacdo empresarial, em particular aquelas associadas a emergéncia de clusters maritimos. O
terceiro objectivo € enquadrar a variedade de medidas e politicas, em particular no contexto da Unido Europeia, de promocao do
crescimento azul. O quarto procura estimular o conhecimento aprofundado da realidade da EMM em Portugal, em particular no Algarve.
O quinto objectivo visa apresentar técnicas e métodos de andlise para aplicacdo ao estudo da EMM.

Demonstracao da coeréncia dos contetdos programaticos com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

Para alcancar os objectivos definidos, os temas 1,2 permitem introduzir as particularidades da EMM. O tema 3 procura igualmente
favorecer a contextualizagdo da EMM (objectivo 1). Com conhecimentos basicos sobre a EMM adquiridos, os participantes estardo em
condicdes de aprofundar os estudos sobre clusters maritimos (tema 4), nomeadamente com a apresentagdo de teorias da Geografia
Econdmica, seguindo uma abordagem eminentemente institucionalista e evolucionista. Nos temas 5,6,7 procura-se fornecer
conhecimento profundo sobre sub-sectores e articulagdes necessarias para a emergéncia de um cluster maritimo. Deste modo, estes
temas ligam-se directamente ao objectivo 2. Os temas 8,9 focam conhecimentos sobre politicas e governa¢do da EMM na UE, em
Portugal e na regi@o algarvia, tendo uma articulacédo directa com os objectivos 3 e 4. Por fim, o tema 10 incide na apresentagédo de
estudos empiricos a EMM utilizando uma variedade de abordagens, procurando directamente responder ao objectivo 5.
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Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

A unidade curricular é leccionada com base em aulas tedrico-praticas. Nestas aulas os temas do programa s@o apresentados e
seguidos de discussdo com os alunos sobre casos praticos e ?recortes de imprensa? que ilustram convenientemente os assuntos em
debate.

A avaliagdo de conhecimentos comporta duas componentes:

- Prova individual escrita: 50%

- Estudo de caso (sintético) de um cluster maritimo regional e/ou sub-sector da EMM: 40% (relatério individual seguindo matriz de
estudo a disponibilizar pelo docente)

- Apresentagdo em aula do estudo de caso: 10% (individual)

Demonstracéo da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

O conhecimento a adquirir nesta unidade curricular é simultaneamente analitico e aplicado. Neste pressuposto é essencial que os
contetidos leccionados tenham um caracter que combine as mais recentes abordagens teéricas a EMM, com casos de estudo
ilustrativos de eventos da actualidade que sublinhem a relevancia econémico-social da EMM, e com métodos que permitam analisar e
aprofundar o conhecimento actual sobre a EMM, em patrticular sobre a possibilidade de mobilizar os recursos marinhos e maritimos para
o desenvolvimento regional. O apoio tutorial € fundamental para o acompanhamento do estudo dos participantes e para a realizacdo
das componentes de avaliagcdo continua (a preparacdo do estudo de caso). O modelo proposto de avaliagdo continua permite ao
docente aferir até que ponto os participantes alcangaram os objectivos de aprendizagem.

Prior knowledge and skills

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

Marine and Maritime Economy (EMM) is a discipline, based in Institutional Geography, that introduces students to the diversity of
perspectives on the blue economy, marine and maritime resources, its economic valorisation and dynamics, and regional development
policies associated with the sector. The course has 5 main objectives. The first is to provide students with a general knowledge about the
relevance of the Sea as an economic and social resource. The second is to allow the understanding of the dynamics of business
location, particularly those aspects associated with the emergence of maritime clusters. The third objective is to frame a variety of
measures and policies, particularly in the context of the European Union, regarding the promotion of blue growth. The fourth objective
seeks to stimulate an in-depth knowledge of the reality of EMM in Portugal, particularly in the case of the Algarve. The fifth objective is to
present applied techniques and methods to analyse the EMM.

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Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

In order to achieve the objectives of the discipline, themes 1,2 of the syllabus allows participants to enter the specifics of EMM. The
theme 3 also seeks to foster the ability to contextualize the EMM (objective 1). With basic knowledge about EMM acquired, participants
will be able to intensify their studies on maritime clusters (theme 4), namely with the presentation of theories of economic geography,
following an institutional and evolutionary approach. Themes 5,6,7 seek to provide deeper knowledge about the EMM sub-sectors and
the necessary collaborations for the emergence of a maritime cluster. Thus, these themes bind directly to objective 2. Themes 8,9
focuses on knowledge about EMM policy and governance aspects in the EU, Portugal, and the Algarve region, having a direct
articulation with the objectives 3 and 4. Finally, theme 10 focuses on the presentation of empirical studies of the EMM using a variety of
approaches, looking directly to meet the objective 5.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The course is taught based on theoretical and practical lessons. In these classes the themes are presented and followed by a discussion
with students, using practical cases and ?press clippings? that conveniently illustrate the issues involved.

The assessment consists of two components:
- Individual Written Test: 50%

- Case Study (synthetic document) about regional maritime cluster and/or an EMM sub-sector: 40% (individual study report following the
analytical matrix to be provided by the instructor)

- Presentation (in class) of case study: 10% (individual)

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The knowledge acquired in this course is both analytical and applied. With this assumption it is essential that the learned contents have a
character that combines the latest theoretical approaches to the EMM, with illustrative cases of current events that underline the
economic and social relevance of the EMM, with methods for analyzing and deepen the current knowledge on the EMM, in particular on
the possibility of mobilizing marine and maritime resources for regional development. The tutorial support is essential to monitor the study
of participants and to perform the components of continuous assessment (the preparation of the case study). The proposed model of
continuous assessment allows the instructor to assess the extent to which participants reached the learning objectives.
