It is intended that students acquire a set of conceptual and operational tools that allow them to operate autonomously in the arts and PE in
the educational context, and to develop investigative competences in the field of arts and PH education.

It is also expected that students demonstrate:

A solid knowledge of the theoretical foundations of arts education; A critical awareness regarding the organization of the school system and
the inclusion of arts and PE in the curriculum of basic education; Good confidence in managing the educational process, providing for the
inclusion of the arts and interaction with other curriculum areas; An ability to explain the main principles underlying planning, implementation
and evaluation of artistic and PE activities in the classroom; Progression in terms of the expressive capabilities and artistic imagination;
Knowledge of concepts, methods and basic techniques of artistic execution.

Syllabus

The development of the arts in the evolution of pre modern, modern and postmodern thought ¢, the evolution of the concepts of beauty,
coherence and meaning in the arts; Culture as the human capacity to transform nature into knowledge ¢ the structuralist view of the notion of
culture and its critique; The arts as a basic knowledge form - methods of validation and cultural invariables; The culture as the foundation of
arts education in basic schooling; Studies and research trends in the field of arts and PH education. Pedagogical application of the common
characteristics of the various forms of artistic expression and PE; The specifics of visual and performing arts; Principles, strategies and
educational practices in arts and PE education; Analysis and interpretation of the work of art as a pedagogical strategy.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Theoretical sessions; Practical and theoretical-practical workshops; Individual and group reflections and critical analysis of literature focused
on the contents of the course; Individual and group work presentations to the class; and tutorial meetings with students.
