Presentation of research assignments;
Completion of tasks and preparation of cases;

Computer-assisted practical tasks.

Evaluation:

Students must complete the following tasks within the deadlines set by the teacher:
a) Review of the theoretical articles selected by the teacher (30%);

b) Research assignment on a topic chosen by the student (40%);

c) Oral presentation of that research assignment (30%).
