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Syllabus

a) the education systems in the UK and the US, their school culture and the societal challenges that school is facing nowadays;
b) linguistic diversity in the UK and the US and the implications of such diversity at the social, political, cultural and educational levels;

¢) the challenges of multiculturalism, and the role of intercultural communication in British and American societies, especially at the level of

the local communities and the school;

d) Academic writing on these subjects, with an emphasis on:

- the development of appropriate vocabulary related to the topics studied;
- aspects of complex sentences related to the topics studied.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Teaching methods:

Discussion on the topics mentioned above;

Debates based on readings of texts pertaining to different styles and registers;
Analysis and interpretation of works of literature, art, cinema, etc., related to the same topics;
Research work on relevant topics to be orally presented and discussed in class;
Other types of research.

Evaluation:

Students are to do the following assignments:

a) critical recensions on theoretical texts selected by the teacher (20%)

b) research work or theoretical reflection on a theme proposed by the student (40%)
c) Oral presentation of that work (40%)
