e) The challenges of multiculturalism, and the role of intercultural communication in British and American societies, especially at the level of
the local communities and the school;

f) Academic Writing Skills: Analyzing and critiquing academic articles; Developing arguments and forming cohesive essays; Proper citation
and referencing styles;

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Teaching methods:

Discussion on the topics mentioned above;

Debates based on readings of texts pertaining to different styles and registers;
Research work on relevant topics to be orally presented and discussed in class;
Other types of research.

Evaluation:

Students are to do the following assignments:

a) critical recensions on theoretical texts selected by the teacher (20%)

b) research work or theoretical reflection on a theme proposed by the student (40%)
¢) Oral presentation of that work (40%)
