The evaluation system comprises two components: the performance of an oral presentation in the class, and the accomplishment of a written
academic work. The final assessment is expressed on a scale of 0 to 20 values, which results from the weighted average of the

classifications obtained in the oral presentation in the class of an individual work (weighting of 30% in the final evaluation) and an individual
written work (' weighting of 70% in the final evaluation of the Curricular Unit).
