Demonstracao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

No ambito de um curso de formacéo de professores de lingua inglesa, importa encorajar os alunos a adotarem um olhar critico sobre os
fenémenos culturais que dao corpo a lingua que se ensina, assim como muni-los dos conhecimentos que nos permitem contextualizar os
referentes que venham a ser trabalhados na sala de aula.

Sera através do contacto com textos e da discusséo por eles suscitada que os alunos seréo levados a questionar criticamente o modo como
eles proprios se apropriam da cultura britanica e como constroem o seu entendimento acerca dos processos culturais que ai ocorrem. O
trabalho analitico permitir-lhes-a desconstruir as dimensdes simbdlicas e ideologicas dos fenémenos culturais, dando-lhes assim a
oportunidade de elaborarem o seu préprio discurso exegético. A pesquisa visa permitir que esse trabalho seja bem escorado, quer a nivel
das fontes primérias, quer secundarias.

As recensoes criticas, bem como o trabalho de pesquisa ou de reflexdo teérica aprofundado, deverdo servir para introduzir os alunos na
escrita académica, enquanto por seu turno a exposigao oral proporciona-lhes o espaco para, em contexto academicamente formal,
discorrerem sobre um seu tema de eleic¢&o.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

1. Promote an understanding of the cultural diversity that characterizes the English-speaking countries, as well as of the issues related to
multiculturalism;

2. Develop the skills of analysis and reflection on the cultural phenomena of the English-speaking countries, promoting critical understanding
and the relativization of values and worldviews;

3. Foster the ability to compare cultures and understand the modes of intercultural communication, laying emphasis on the valorization of the
other as the starting point for the reflection on issues of identity and representation;

4. Explore the main cultural referents and matrices that mark the construction of the sense of identity of these societies.

Syllabus

1. Social and cultural contexts: society and politics from 1900 to present day, including the labour movement, empire, the war, feminism,
Thatcherism, New Labour, multiculturalism, immigration issues;

2. Language issues: regional accents, minority languages, RP and BBC English;

3. Literature matters: novel, poetry and drama,

4. Performing and visual arts;

5. Media (television, radio, newspapers, the Internet, etc.) and popular culture.
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Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

Objectives 1 to 3 correspond to a set of skills to be developed for a critical approach to the contents defined in the syllabus. If it is true that, to
a large extent, the latter serve to to meet objective no. 4 (explore cultural matrices and referents), one should also consider that the
acquisition of such knowledge can only take place through an ongoing reassessment of our position as observers vis-a-vis an ever-changing
object. The critical sense and the relativization of values and world-visions, as well as the valorization of the other, are indispensable
components of such reassessment. Moreover, it is through the critical approach of these contents that is possible to understand the
mechanisms of representation and construction of the sense of identity of the English-speaking societies.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Teaching methods:

Discussion on the topics mentioned above;

Debates based on readings of texts pertaining to different styles and registers;
Analysis and interpretation of works of literature, art, cinema, etc., related to the same topics;
Research work on relevant topics to be orally presented and dicussed in class;
Other types of research.

Evaluation:

Students are to do the following assignments:

a) critical recensions on theoretical texts selected by the teacher (40%)

b) research work or theoretical reflection on a theme proposed by the student (40%)
c) Oral presentation of the latter assignment (20%)

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

Within the framework of training programme for teachers of the English language, it is important to encourage students to take a critical look
at the cultural phenomena that underlie the language they teach, as well as to provide the knowledge that will allow them to contextualize the
referents that will be taught in the classroom.

It will be through the reading of texts and the debate around them that the students will be led to critically question their own approaches to
the British culture and how they contruct their understanding of the cultural processes occurring in the UK. The analytical work will allow them
to deconstruct the symbolic and ideological dimensions of the cultural phenomena, thus giving them the opportunity to create their own
exegetic stances. Research will guarantee that such analytical work is based on reliable sources. Critical recensions, as well as the research
work, are meant to initiate students into academic writing. The oral presentation provides the formal occasion for student to lecture on a topic
of their own choice.
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
