The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

To Introduce the theme of the Sea, following an approach focused on Transport Economic and Global Logitics Chains, with an emphasis
conferred to the World Sea Trade, Containerization, Ports and Intermodal Transport.

Syllabus

1) Introduction. The patterns of World Trade and its reflexion on Global Logistics. Sea Transport as a key element of the Global Logistic
Chain.

2) Sea Transport Types: Vessels (Container, Tankers, Liquefied Gas Carriers, Bulk Carriers, etc,), its life cycle, commercial operation,
property status and safety.

3) Some elementary aspects of Sea Transport Economics: ?Deep-Sea Shipping? and ?Short-Sea Shipping?. ?Load-on-Load-off? (LoLo)
and ?Roll-on-Rioll-Off? (Ro-Ro).

4) Port facilities, its operation and "hinterland" Port Competition and Choice by global Logistics Operators. Logistic Chain security and
regulation. Environmental Impact of Sea Transport.

5) Passenger Sea Transport and its Wider Economic Impacts on Tourism.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

It is the aim of this Course to focus on the function of Maritime Transport as a major support of the relations under continuos
development throughout a planetary and global geo-economic space. Therefore, the Discipline finds its natural focuses on an
introduction to Global Economics, with an emphasis placed upon the main patterns of World Trade and its associated services. A
particular attention is given subsequently to specific and technical features, relative to both capital investment and operation (types of
vessels, fixed instalations, etc). As far as ports are concerned, a particular attention is given to their role of intermodal interchanges, their
respective "hinterlands" and efficiency, as an integral part of the global logistic chain.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

- Expositive Methodology.

- Analysis and discussion of selected textes, handouts and other materials, in-lecture.
- Study Visit to the Port of Sines (Existing agreement with the UAIQ).

Students will be assessed by means of two essays (2x50%), on the issues of Maritime Transport, Ports and related Economic
Development.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

At the end of the Course, the student should be able to clearly relate the role of Sea Transport and Ports with both territory
competitiveness, under a context of Sustainability of Human Activities on a global basis.
