This unit combines several teaching methods: a) Presentation of the syllabus themes, with a critical discussion of the key concepts (T
classes); b) Reading, analysis and discussion of scientific articles and case studies (TP classes, OT and autonomous work); c) individual or
group assistance to clarify doubts, support activities and clarify the operation of the unit (OT; attendance). The assessment is continuous,
with final exam, and includes: a) Test for knowledge assessment (individual; 60%); b) Elaboration and presentation of an empirical study
(group work, 40%). Students who have obtained a final result of 10/20 will be exempt from the final exam.
