Metodologias de ensino (avaliagéo incluida)

As metodologias de ensino enfocam principalmente nos métodos expositivo, demonstrativo e pratico. Pretende-se que nas aulas teéricas
sejam abordados os pressupostos tedricos subjacentes as técnicas de recolha e analises de dados, enquanto nas aulas praticas e de
laboratério, estes sejam demonstrados e aplicados pelos alunos, através de estudos de casos, andlise de estudos e trabalhos a desenvolver
fora do contexto de aula.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

.The teaching methods are mainly focused on the expository, demonstrative and active methods. It is intended that the lectures address the
underlying theoretical assumptions to the collection techniques and data analysis, while practical and laboratory classes focused on
demonstration and practice through case studies, analysis of studies and work to do outside the classroom context. According to the
Regulation of Evaluation, continuous assessment is mandatory for all students and proceeds as follows: a) a theoretical test (50%); 2)
portfolio of theoretical and practical tasks (50%).

Students will be dismissed off a final exam if they obtain a minimum of 10 values in both evaluation moments.

The final exam will have a theoric part and practical part, valuing 50% each. Students will approve to the CU with a minimum classification of
10 values (in 20).
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
