- To develop competencies for the application of clinical instruments to assess Speech Sound Disorders (SSD);
- To understand the importance of complementary assessment for a better understanding of SSD;

- To recognize the contribution of the computerized analysis of speech sounds to the diagnosis;

- To know the main measures for the assessment of the severity of SSD.

Syllabus

5. Measures to assess the severity of SSD.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching materials and lessons are transmitted at a distance, being made available through the electronic tutoring of UAlg (Moodle
platform).

The form of communication between all participants is essentially asynchronous and it is not imperative that students and teachers be online
simultaneously.

There will be moments for orientation and discussion of issues related to the themes under study, in real time (synchronous) and allowing all
students of the course to interact at that moment. These moments will occur from the use of "Chat" (of access in the electronic tutoring).

Evaluation:
