Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

In this course will take place the deepening of the topics addressed in previous curricular units inherent to the whole process of
therapeutic intervention in the scope of the SSD. The application of this knowledge to the clinical practice of the students will be
privileged. It is intended that this learning has an interactive and interventive nature among students and teachers. In order to better
achieve the objectives set out in this curricular unit, it is also intended that the deepening of knowledge be achieved through the sharing
of cases of children with SSD.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching materials and lessons are transmitted and are made available via UAIg's electronic tutoring (Moodle Platform).
Communication between students and teachers occurs asynchronously and synchronously. Synchronous moments, which occur by
videoconferencing, are used for content transmission, orientation and discussion of issues related to the themes under study, allowing
interaction between all participants.

The following materials will be available online:

- Power Point presentations, small movies;

- Support texts for reading and / or consultation, including, in relevant cases, electronic addresses where they can be found off-platform.

Evaluation: individual case study work with weighting of 100%.

The student will have to attend 50% of the synchronous moments.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes
The following grounds for choosing the methodology were considered:

- Flexibility in the students' learning process (each student can define their learning pace and adapt it to their own context, being able to
advance in the contents that are already familiar to them and dwell on those in which they need more study In depth);

- Learning based on student experience and involvement. Students are invited to share SSD cases from their clinical practice for
discussion and pedagogical enrichment.
