Participation 20% Students-workers will have the participation component replaced by written
works, to be decided on case-by-case basis, depending on their unavailability to attend lessons. Students who obtain a mark of 10 or higher
will be exempt from the examination. Final mark = written test+group work+ participation. Students who didn't attend the lessons are not
allowed to do the "exame de recurso”. Examination: written exam 50%; oral exam 50%.
