- Assess the quality and scientificity of an investigation;

- Develop a methodologically appropriate research proposal.

4. The writing of research reports, scientific articles and dissertations / theses

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Theoretical classes (with frequent use of oral exposition, reflections and debates) include specific readings for each session. In the
theoretical-practical classes, in addition to the use of expository methodologies, research projects / dissertations and theses can be analyzed,
in individual work, or in groups of peers. The tutorial orientation classes are dedicated to the development of the final project.

The evaluation consists of an individual production of a research project proposal (A - 80%), with mandatory presentation in class (B - 20%),
which must respect the following structure: Title, Problem, Hypotheses / Research questions, Methodology (Sample / Sources, Data
collection instruments, Data analysis procedures), References, Scheduling. Students who have a final grade equal to or higher than ten will
be excused from the final exam.
