Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching methods include the theoretical lectures by the teacher; reading and analysing articles or texts on the topics covered in class;
the presentation of research projects by their coordinators (Portugal) and corresponding analytical exercises, presentation of educational
intervention projects involving older adults, as well as cross-group discussions, in different moments of the course.

The evaluation of this course includes:

1) Attendance and participation in class (20%)

2) The presentation of a scientific paper, in class, in groups of 2 students (20%)

3) Writing a scientific article on topics approved by the teacher (40%).

Students who obtain a weighted average of 10 points or higher are exempt from exam, provided that they have no less than 8 points in any of
the evaluation components, 1), 2), and 3).
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
