Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Teaching methodologies in this curricular unit include teacher some lecturing, reading and analysis of scientific texts (master?s thesis,
scientific articles) and discussion, whether in the context of small groups or in the class group. The seminar typology also means that there
often must be a discussion of the state of the research processes of each student. This will allow a reflection on the emerging problems and
constraints as to find ways of solving them. The path includes the constant follow-up and monitoring of the students'
research/internship/project processes, always taking into account their needs, namely in terms of research methodologies.

The evaluation of the curricular unit will contemplate the evaluation of small theoretical-practical tasks, in number to negotiate with the
students 8analysis of texts, articles and dissertations of masters, practical tasks of academic writing, etc.
