The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

In this course it is intended that students are able to characterize the concepts of "Arts Education" and "Education through Art", as well as
related concepts, namely 'Artistic Creation "and" Expression through the Arts". This envisages, on a one hand, to understand the difference
between creative processes and the implications of learning those processes. This also envisages, at the other hand, to understand learning
processes aiming at developing skills and non-artistic knowledge through technical and methods inherent to the arts. Students will also be
called to reflect on Education through Art as a matter of literacy and as an ideological issue. Finally, students will be asked to examine the
issue of leisure as an instrument and as am aim, in order to better understand the way the artistic experience can contribute to personal

development.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
We will alternate more theoretical sessions with practical sessions, favouring the sharing of knowledge.

The practice sessions have a learning logic of collaborative learning and project work, including: theoretical lectures articulated with practical
work; teamwork; critical analysis of exemplary situations; monitoring the construction of instruments.

The OT, in small groups or individual, are dedicated to the guidance and supervision of the students according to the learning plans and the
interests / needs of those plans.

The evaluation, procedural and continuous, takes place according to the following p = arameters: a) test (70%); argument capacity,
participation and assertiveness in students interventions during classes (30%).
